Frequently Asked Mulligan Questions

Superior Curling Club Mulligan Mixed Bonspiel

How does a Mulligan Work?
Mulligans in curling are similar to a mulligan on the golf course.  By calling a mulligan, a rock may be stopped on its path down the ice, and returned to be delivered by the same player again. 

Mulligans must be called before the rock in play reaches the far hog line.  Once a mulligan has been called, the rock must be stopped and returned to the player who delivered it.  He/she will then deliver the rock again.

Who calls a Mulligan?

Since the skip “calls the shots” the skip is the team member who calls each mulligan – and asks the sweepers to remove the rock from play.  However the person who is delivering the rock may request a mulligan – and the skip must grant it for the mulligan to be official. If the skip does not grant the mulligan request, the mulligan is not official, and the player retains their mulligan for use later in the game. The sweepers may not call a mulligan.  When the skip is delivering his/her stones, the third is given the responsibility of calling mulligans.

What happens if the rock crosses the far hog line after the Mulligan has been called?

Once a mulligan has been called, it must be removed from play as quickly as possible.  If it crosses the far hog line after the mulligan has been called, that is o.k.  However, if it crosses the hog line and touches a stone that is in play – that’s not o.k! If this happens, the player’s mulligan is forfeited, and all rocks remain in play.

How many Mulligans can I use?

Each player (lead-second-third-skip) may use one mulligan per game.  Mulligans may not be traded among team members (i.e. the skip can’t give his/her mulligan to a teammate who has already used their mulligan).

If I don’t use my Mulligan, can I keep it?

Nope.  Mulligans are strictly use it or lose it.  So it is in your teams’ best interest that you use one mulligan per game.

What did I hear, Mulligans are for sale?
Yes.  At the Mulligan Mixed we charge $5.00 per mulligan.  Before each game, you may purchase a mulligan.

What does the Superior Curling Club do with the money from Mulligans?
We pay it back!  All money collected from the sale of mulligans will be returned to the finalists in each event (payoffs are graduated by event – so it PAYS to play on Sunday).
